The scheme was launched simultaneously in 37 Universities involving
about40,000 students. It primarily focused on the development of the
personality ofstudents through community service and promotion of national
solidarity in thecountry. The idea of involving students in the task of national
service dates back tothe times of Mahatma Gandhi. He exhorted the students to
remain conscious of theirsocial responsibility. The duty of the students should
be to prepare themselves forfinal dedication to the service of fellow countrymen
rather than just treating thisperiod of study as one of the opportunities for
indulging in intellectual luxury.
Advising them to form a living contact with the community in whose midst
theirinstitution is located, he suggested that instead of merely undertaking
academicresearch about economic and social disability, the students should do
“somethingpositive, so that the life of the villagers might be raised to a higher
material and morallevel”. Currently, the College is running two NSS units with
around 206 studentvolunteers and two NSS Programme Officers.
