Birds are important members of many ecosystems. T hey play a vital role
n controlling pests, acting as pollinators, and maintaining island ecology, In
addition, birds are important to humans in many ways, such as serving as a
source of food and providing fertilizer in agricultural setin gs,

The intimate linkages between some hird species and their habitats make
them useful for identifying ecosystem health. As such, they can be indicators of
deteriorating habitat quality and environmental pollution, as well as metrics to
determine the success of restoration efforts.

On February 18, 2022, through Eco Club, the students Zoology under the
guidance of Mr.Rohit Nagalgaon sir observed the different species of hirds in
the college premises, in which a total of 16 different species of birds were

found. Bird survey report has been prepared by taking photographs of all those
bird species observed during survey.

Every year in Indrayani college campus under the tree plantation drive varieties
of samplings are planted. As a result of it college campus provides suitable
habitat for birds.

A Mahseer Fish Conservation project was started in Dec 2010. Eight Feet long
Mahseer Fish, which became extinct in Indravani river after 1983, FONA
condinoned the fry size fish to polluted water of Indrayani river. 35000 fish were
zrown to the size of 9 inch in the floating capges at river. They were trained & then
released in open river. After consistent scientific efforts for three years, finally in
“013 we can see these fish grown to 2ft length. They can be seen from the
Dehu bridge. Now a MAHSEER hatchery is also started at Talegaon 1o continue
this project further. CILFE. & N.F.D.B. are the government agencies who
provided all required material for this project. Well known expert from Mahseer
field. Mr Shashank Ogale provided all technical expertise for this project.
